Change IS Coming…

Change can be a good or bad thing.  Often we do not know what kind of changes something can bring.  One thing is for sure is that life will bring about many changes.  Usually, we have to let time determine if the changes we may be experiencing in our lives is for the good or for the bad.  We experience change in various ways and in various places.  In the workplace.  At home.  At school.  Behavioral change.  And so on.  These kinds of changes are worldly changes.  However, for Born-Again Christians, the best change is yet to come.

Born-Again Christians are looking forward to an out-of-this world change.  When we are called up into the air when Jesus returns or when we depart this life through death, we will experience the change of our lifetimes.  We will no longer be confined to the changes of a sinful planet.  We will no longer be confined to a physical body that is subject to pain, sorrow, and heartache.  1 Corinthians 15:52 tells us that “in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye…we shall be changed.”  “The twinkling of an eye” – think about that statement.  We cannot comprehend how fast we will leave our earthly tabernacle and be changed into a new, heavenly one.  What a great change this will be!  

Earthly change often involves moving.  Moving to a new job.  Moving to a new city or residence.  But our greatest move is coming soon.  Soon, we will be changing our address to a new heaven and a new Earth.  In Revelation 21:1, John tells us he “saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away;” Revelation goes on to tell us that “God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things have passed away (21:4).”  We cannot even begin to fathom what this environment will be like.
