You Reap What You Sow:
Whether we realize it or not, what we say and do matters.  It has an influence on our family, friends, people around us, and even our own self.  The Bible is very clear that all of our actions will have a reaction.  In Galatians 6:7, the Word says that “for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.”  In the very next verse, this becomes clearer.  “For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.”  The Bible is telling us to sow after the things of God.  We need to be faithful to His House, faithful to the study of His Word, and faithful to His commandments.  In the end, we will be rewarded by many blessings and ultimately eternal life with Him in heaven.  However, the Word warns us to avoid doing the things of this world and of the cravings of the flesh.  This will lead to our very own corruption and demise.  If we continue down a road of sin, we will slowly put our faith in God on the backburner and before we know it, we will find ourselves out of fellowship with God.  

As Born-Again Christians, we must remain strong.  The devil wants us to sow to our own flesh.  He wants us to give into temptation.  He wants us to get off of God’s path and onto a path of sin.  He doesn’t want us in Church.  He doesn’t want us to seek the kingdom of God.  The devil knows that he has been defeated. He wants to take as many people down with him as possible.  1 Peter 5:8 tells us to “be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary (enemy) the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.”  The Bible tells us to “resist the devil and he will flee from you.”  If we give into his temptations, we will reap corruption and be robbed of God’s blessings.  God has a plan for each and every one of us and the devil wishes to disrupt that plan and corrupt our mind and soul.  In Jeremiah 29:11, God tells us “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.”  God has a purpose for us.  This plan is a peaceful one.  But the devil has other plans.  These plans are evil and will lead you away from God.
The following situations are real-life examples of people who turned from God and reaped to their own flesh:

1) John Lennon (Singer):  During an interview with American Magazine, he said “Christianity will end, it will disappear.  I do not have to argue about that.  I am certain.  Jesus was ok, but his subjects were too simple, today we are more famous that Him.”  Lennon, after saying that the Beatles were more famous than Jesus Christ, was shot six times.

2) Tancredo Neves (President of Brazil):  During the Presidential campaign, he said if he got 500,000 votes from his party, not even God would remove him from Presidency.  Sure he got the votes, but he got sick a day before being made President, then he died.

3) Cazuza (Bi-sexual Brazilian composer, singer and poet):  During a show in Rio de Janeiro, while smoking his cigarette, he puffed out some smoke in the air and said “God, that’s for you.”  He died at the age of 32 of LUNG CANCER in a horrible manner.

4) Marilyn Monroe:  She was visited by Billy Graham during a presentation of a show.  He said the Spirit of God had sent him to preach to her.  After hearing what Billy Graham had to say, she said “I don’t need your Jesus.”  A week later, she was found dead in her apartment.  

5) Group of friends in Campinas, Brazil (2005):  A group of friends, drunk, went to pick up a friend.  The mother accompanied her daughter to the car and was so worried about the drunkenness of her friends and she said to the daughter holding her hand, who was already seated in the car “My daughter, go with God and may He protect you.  The daughter responded “Only if God travels in the trunk cause inside here it’s already full.”  Hours later, news came by that they had been involved in a fatal accident, everyone had died.  The car could not be recognized, but surprisingly the truck was intact.  The police said there was no way the trunk could have remained intact.  To their surprise, inside the trunk was a crate of eggs and none had broken.

These are just a few of the many times when people have forgotten about God.  They said they did not need Him.  They could just go about and let their flesh rule them.  But the Word of God is true.  We will reap what we sow.
